Observation ‘Satellite-Level’ Ezekiel Chapters: 12 — 17: A flyover
Chapter 12: Portrayal of the Exile to Babylon

Ezekiel was to act like one going on a trip with his luggage on his back.

He was to ‘dig through a wall and carry his luggage through the wall to the other
side.’

The next day he was to explain to the people of the impending exile.

1st Focal Verse section...(17 — 28)

God is saying, ‘Be aware and be frightened.’
He says, ‘Listen to my prophecies.’
He will ‘end the false teachings and divination (astrology).

Chapter 13: Denunciation of False Prophets

The Lord promised to bring ‘a whirlwind, drenching rain, and hailstones to those
uttering the false statements

God assured these people that He was against them and would expose them,
take away their livelihood so that ‘they would know that He was Lord.’

Chapter 14: Condemnation of Idolatry & Certainly of Judgment, but hope b/c of the
Remnant to be preserved

2" Focal Verse section ... (4 —6)

Elders of the church placed their trust in their idols yet claimed they wanted to
consult the Lord.
God commanded them to ‘repent and turn away from the your idols...’
